In Early Childhood (ages birth-Kindergarten)
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Small Group Leaders care for and facilitate
lessons for an assigned group of children
(ages 3-Kindergarten have small groups)
each week and consistently connects with
their families.

Classroom Coaches are seasoned small
group leaders (two years of prior experience
leading a group) who can provide leadership
in an individual preschool classroom, can
train new volunteers, and provide classroom
support during small group time.

Nursery-Two’s Heroes care for and love on

the little ones on Sunday mornings, shares a
Bible story with them (curriculum provided),
and facilitates a fun, engaging environment.

Prep Team coordinates and creates weekly
classroom supplies, cleans toys, and assists
with other organizational tasks. (Tuesday
mornings, 9-1lam)

Worship Leader is energetic and can lead
kids in worship songs that are full of hand
motions and movement.

In Elementary (1-5th grade)

Throughout Children’s Ministry
(early childhood or elementary)
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Small Group Leaders care for and facilitate
lessons to assigned group of children each
week and also connects with their families.
These leaders will seek to build relationships
with the kids outside of Sunday mornings.

Elementary Coaches are strong leaders
who provide encouragement to small group
leaders and kids as needed during the

services and help with large group transitions.

These coaches will also be available to assist
parents and answer questions on Sunday
mornings.

Worship Leaders lead and engage kids
though worship songs.

Greeters welcome families at the door
on Sunday mornings. They also help with
security/checking tags at the end of the
service.

Creative/Design/Stage Team meets once
every other month to come up with props,
stage designs, and ideas to enhance the large
group experience on Sunday mornings
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Hero On-Deck has a FLEXIBLE, servant
heart and shows up each week to fill

in wherever there is a need on Sunday
mornings. (and there is always a need!)

Host serves as the emcee, welcomes the
children, introduces weekly Bible story,
reviews past Bible verses, and then drives
the lesson home. (scripts provided)

Storyteller presents the Bible story in
a creative and interactive way so that
it captures the attention of every child.
(scripts provided)

Welcome/Check-In Team greets families
as they enter Kidtropolis and checks them
in using our computer kiosks. This team
also helps new families get oriented to our
Children’s Ministry area.

Special Events Teams are people who come
together for the planning and execution of
special Children’s Ministry events such as
Fall Chill, Summer Splash, etc, These events
typically occur 4x per year.

Tech Team works together to provide audio,
video, and computer graphics support for
Sunday mornings.
